YOUTH STATEMENT  
TO THE DELEGATES OF THE SECOND EASTERN EUROPE AND CENTRAL ASIA AIDS CONFERENCE 
Moscow, 3-5 May 2008
We, the Young People, gathered at the Second Eastern Europe and Central Asia AIDS Conference, representing youth of 27 countries of the region, concerned about the HIV issue and working to address it in collaboration with governmental and non-governmental organizations, referring to the UN Declaration of Commitment on HIV/AIDS (2001), World Programme of Action for Youth to the year 2000 and beyond (1995), and Universal Access Goals, and emphasizing the fact that youth is one of the most affected by the epidemic groups, address the governmental officials of the countries participating at the conference and international organizations with the following statement:

To prevent further expand of HIV epidemic, especially among young people, the following actions should be taken urgently:

1. Acknowledge diversities among young people and different vulnerabilities  towards HIV/AIDS;
2. Better understand life realities of different youth groups and adjust the response in accordance to their needs;
3. Ensure universal access to information and knowledge on HIV prevention both for urban and rural youth; 
4. Provide the youth of our region wider access to the youth friendly services,  especially volunteer testing and counseling, as well as the commodities; 
5. Recognize the healthy life style promotion as a priority for the youth health programmes;
6. Increase the amount of financial support of the government to the prevention programmes among youth. 
From our side we are ready to:

1.   Scale up the peer education programmes;
2. Involve youth volunteers into design, development and implementation of these programmes; 

3. Exchange our experiences through creating a regional youth network; 
4. Increase the quality of youth peer education programmes by means of realization of youth potential and creativity.
