Grants of the Global Fund to Fight AIDS,
Tuberculosis, and Malaria are important source
of funds for enhancing the universal assess

to prevention, treatment, care and support in
the Eastern Europe and Central Asia countries.
International aid allocated to counteract HIV-in-
fection and tuberculosis are growing constantly
which creates demand for increased technical
support, especially to civil society organisations
(CSOs).

Almost 60% of all activities within the Global
Fund grants are carried out by CSOs - they de-
velop access to prevention, treatment, care and
support for the most affected populations.
Although CSOs often have very limited access
to technical support and limited participation in
decision making processes.

The main goal of this satellite is to discuss how CSOs
can get better access to high quality technical sup-
port and to enhance their role in decision making
and realization of grants of the Global Fund?

The Satellite will be opened with a report on
challenges and problems which CSOs are facing
during realization of the Global Fund grants
and suggestions about how to overcome these
problems and challenges.

The Future of Funding in Eastern Europe and
Central Asia

Description and Key Questions:

Since 2003, the Region has seen a steep increase
in the volume of financial resources available

for HIV activities in the region, in particular from
international sources including the Global Fund.

The Fund’s current eligibility criteria are exclud-
ing an increasing number of countries from the
opportunity to apply for funding beyond their
current grants. These current grants are operat-
ing in challenging environments, but demon-
strate excellent results.

Some 500 $-Million worth of Global Fund
investments (mostly related to HIV activities) will
discontinue unless alternative sources of fund-
ing will be identified in the near future.

The speakers on the podium will reflect on the
following topics and will engage in a discussion
with participants from the audience:

- There are significant differences in the level

of financial resources spent on HIV across the
countries of the region, i.e. Russia and Belarus
are spending annually close to 1 US$ per capita
whereas several Central Asian countries allocate
less than 1 cent. What needs to be done to
mobilize sufficient resources to move the region
towards achieving universal access to preven-
tion, care and treatment?

- In many countries, domestic spending on HIV
has increased in recent years as well. However,
domestic funds are rarely directed towards
prevention programs for most at-risk-popula-
tions and do seldom foster the involvement of
civil society in the response. Formal cooperation
between governments and civil society - that
would include financial and technical support
from governments to NGOs - is only emerging
and not yet sufficiently developed to replace
Global Fund support. What can be done to
change this?

- What are alternative sources for funding
comprehensive national AIDS responses? Can
domestic spending be further increased and is
the private sector a potential supporter?

ma attached to living with HIV/AIDS. Migrants
and mobile populations are often excluded from
HIV services, and in many cases, the HIV status
is first diagnosed in the receiving country. House
arrest and deportation is possible after the sero-
status of HIV-positive people gets detected, and
for many who do not have legal status, HIV treat-
ment is denied. There is no public health ratio-
nale, and no evidence to support the economic
justification used by countries that erect such
entry barriers. The goal to reach universal access
for all is a distant ideal unless all marginalized
groups are included and legal barriers and injus-
tice is removed.

Topic:

The EECA Region is still largely characterized

by emerging and sustained concentrated HIV
epidemics among vulnerable populations. The
Global Fund - as the single largest external
donor to the Region - is funding multiple
programs in basically all the EECA countries.

All of these programs include prevention and
treatment services for injecting drug users (IDU)
and commercial sex workers (CSW), and all of
these programs are successful in reaching the
intended numbers of clients. By mid 2007, some
315.000 IDU and more than 80.000 CSW were
regularly benefitting from services — and these
figures will increase to 650.000 IDU and 140.000
CSW by the respective end years of the various
grants.

While this result is impressive, it can only be
considered as the necessary beginning of much
larger interventions: these absolute figures
represent only 9% (current) and 19% (future)
coverage of IDU, and only 16% (current) and
28% (future) of the sex workers in the Region.
For a sustainable impact on the epidemic, some
50-60% of IDU and CSW - or roughly 2 Million
individuals — need to be reached.

At the beginning of this session, the most recent
figures on coverage for both prevention and
treatment with ARVs will be presented, matched
against the estimated need for the Region. The
Panelists will briefly reflect on these figures and
will engage with the audience on the following
questions for discussion.

How could the EECA countries design programs
of sufficient magnitude so that meaningful num-
bers of vulnerable groups are reached?

How to ensure proper coordination of all stake-
holders - both domestic and international - to
design, finance and implement such programs?

Description:

Within efforts aimed at achieving Universal Ac-
cess to HIV/AIDS prevention, treatment, care and
support, our country plans to reach 90% patients
with antiretroviral treatment by 2010. However,
due to various reasons, a significant proportion
of patients still remain a hard-to-reach group

for treatment and support programs coverage.
Nowadays drug users, who represent the major-
ity of people living with HIV in Russia, are one of
the most vulnerable and unprotected groups,
while the issue of inclusion of this group of pa-
tients in HIV care measures is regarded by most
professional as quite difficult and requiring new
approached to be found. One of key challenges
is to develop the adherence to HIV treatment in
patients with multiple health problems, such as
drug addiction, hepatitis, tuberculosis etc. Mate-
rials offered within the satellite will allow sharing
experience and discussing current opportunities
to overcome barriers for inclusion of drug using
population into HIV treatment system.
